PERSONAL ELECTRONIC DEVICES

We understand that cell phones, tablets, smart watches, trackers and other such devices are

ǒ To ensure a distraction-free learning environment, all devices must be kept silent or turned off.

ǒ Cell phones and personal tablets must be kept in a backpack or locker during the school day.
